TOUR OF"W,1R CEMETERIES IN ITALY~ _
BY GP~ERAL'SIR.ROBERT GORDON-FINLAYSON.

The Cfu~ImA!~ invited General Sir Robert Gordon­
Finlayson to speak abciut his recent tour.

General Sir. Robert GORDON-FINLAYSON said that one of
his main objects was' to see something of the 1914/18 cemeteries.
These' were situated mainly in the north-east of the country;
the five on the ~sia80 plateau were simila~ in size and
construct ion, namely. abou:t sixty yards long and thirty wide,
and the walls were built of large blocks of granite Without
plast or. Thoy avoragcdabo ut' 150 eraves each: All were in
good condition and likely to, remain so· for some years yet. Tho
district was mountainous;'<Othere 'was little habitation and the
hills were covered vdth forest s' of spruc,e' mixed. with some small
beeches. .

_.. The usual type of Cross of Sacrifice had 'I'lOtbeen bUilt;
instead a tall cross composed of granite blocks set· on a plinth.
and boarin3 a bronze sWiJrd., had been constructed. There were
prac.tically no flowers, but the erass was.Bood;. trees and
shrubs had grovm well but needed cutting out or ,pruninG. Little
upkeop was required, though some of the headstones needed washing,
particularly those .which were under trees or faced the prevailing
Wind; these were covered. With a black deposit, which, he
supposed, was formed by the resin from the trees. .

The ~eather whilo h~ was there was unfortunately very
wet. He noticed. many Gcrnmn, Italian and Austrian names in the
Visitors I books, but very few English. The. gardener in charge
of the five c.emeteries on the plateau WS8 ~ :fine b3PC of lito:!, -
~had served the Commission for many years. .

There were two cemeteries in the low-lying country to the
southwnrd at the foot of the plateau - Montecchio and Dueville.
Both were in excellent condition, the former beine one of the
finest cemeteries he had· seen.
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In the Piave valley, further east, there \vere two
cemeteries (Giavera and Tezze) each with about 400 graves.
