THZ VICE-CHAIRVAN paid that g?éat difficully had been expsrienced .-~
in suitably commemorating trench or multiple burials in
many ceméteries, Sir Fredsric Kenyon had given great thought
to this matter and had approved satisfactory solutions in ail
cases of multiple buriels which had occurred so far, but
at Heilly Station Cemetery the multiple or trench burials were,
owing to the heavy fighting at the time, on a scale which did

not exist in any other cemetery, Various solutions had been

suzzested,
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COLONEL-ROBINSON sxplained tha different suggestions. The first
alternative was a scrsen well on each plot, tha remainder
of the plot beilng tweated az a lawn, Another sclution was
headstones containing the namnes and badges of thsse buried
therein without any religious symbol and a single ucadstone
in the centre with the symbol ¢gn it, The third was to )
erect a headstone and cross 1o ¢ach burial; this entailed
a headstone at the head of the grave, another halfway
down the grave and a third at the foot of the grave,
The fourth sclution was a headstone at the head of the
grave bearing the names of the three buriels and a small
recurbent stone at the foot of the grave with a cross
engraved on it,

SIR FRETERIC XENYON thought thi2 original idea was that whers
